The T-connector itself mainly contains a 
stress cone, which gets slipped over the 
cable insulation, a cable lug with hexago-
nal pressing, the connector body and the 
insulation cone which is screwed on the 
connected part.

The live parts are fully insulated and total 
safe against contact to ensure safety for 
personal. The T-connectors are resistant 
to environmental effects and can be used 
for both indoor and outdoor installations. 
They are also maintenance free and in case 
of disassembling and reassembling easy 
to handle.

EPDM is highly elastic and has outstan-
ding resistance to weather, ozone and UV 
and excellent electrical insulating proper-
ties. On the other hand, the chemical re-
sistance to mineral oil as used in transfor-
mers is bad. The EPDM T-connector does 
not fully comply with the EN  45545-2 fire 
protection standard for railway applica-
tions, which makes it critical to use in this 
sector.

The T-connector can be mounted on any 
polymeric cables (PE, XLPE, EPR) with 
copper conductors.
